is primarily a time of preparation. That was its
origin, long centuries ago, when the season
came into existence because of the need of the
new converts for training and education in the
new duties which they were to assume at their
baptism and confirmation at Eastertide. Even
though we no longer restrict Christian

initiation to Eastertide, the Church has clung to
the six weeks of the annual school, because we
knew that it was needed not only by the new
converts but certainly by the old-timers as well.
This is still the best way for us to approach

Lent and understand it. What we do in Lent—
the discipline we undertake—ought to be
calculated in the light of that purpose. What do
we need in order that we may be better trained,
more free, more obedient to serve our Lord?
The negative aspects of Lent are incidental to
this purpose. We abstain from the common
amusements and pleasures of life during Lent
not because there is something evil in them, but
because by so abstainingw e set ourselves free
for our primary concern . If our pleasures and
relaxations were evil, then we ought never to
indulge in them. But if they are not evil, but
good; yet there are more important things; and
Lent is a time for putting first things first. —
Stephen F. Bayne, Jr.

WORLD DAY OF PRAYER
FRIDAY, MARCH5 ™
"Let everything that has breath praise God."

World Day of Prayer (WDP) is a worldwide

ecumenical movement of women of many faith
traditions who come together to observe a common
day of prayer each year on the first Friday in Marc  h.
Each year a different country serves as the writer  of
the WDP worship service.

For 2010, the women of Cameroon developed the
theme; Let everything that has breath praise God.

They invite us to "Africa in miniature," a country rich
in diversity, where climate and culture are widely
varied, but where people are bound together by alo ve
for music, family and faith. The worship service
emphasizes the importance that the people of
Cameroon place on music and celebration in their
praise to God.

This year's WDP service will begin at the first sun  rise
on March 5 in the Pacific region and follows the

Earth's orbit, shining its light on Papua New Guine a
(last year's writer country) and, in turn, the Amer icas,
the Atlantic Ocean, Europe, the coast of West Afric a
(where Cameroon lies) and the rest of the world.

Cameroon's WDP planning committee included
women from many Christian denominations including
Presbyterian (French and English), the Union of
Baptist Churches, the Native Baptist Church, Eglise
Protestante Africaine, Eglise Franternelle
Lutherienne, Roman Catholic, United Methodist and
Eglise Evangelique Lutherienne, as well as the
YWCA.

WDP's motto, Informed prayer leads to prayerful
action, affirms that prayer and action are inseparable
and that both have immeasurable influence. As we
observe WDP 2010, millions of God's people are
suffering from violence, exploitation and poverty. We
encourage you to begin thinking about actions that

you can take to further support the 2010 theme,

which calls us to sing praise to the Lord and to br ing
our gifts together, ever faithful to his promise to
overcome evil with good.

and with poor children. It has been her lifelong

passion.

Imparare Giocando, located in Villaricca, a poor
suburb of Naples, provides a safe place for childre n
after school and in the summer when schools are
closed. Rosaria and her staff (her daughter-in-law
Maria Rosaria, and her good friend, Nora) provide
healthy snacks and cooking instructions, play time
and homework assistance, computer skills training
and a daily Bible story. The children arrive after
school and stay until about seven o'clock.

In the summer the children take bus trips, play saf  ely
within the gated area of Imparare Giocando, and

learn about "another way of living with God as our
Savior and our Hope". These words are taken from
Rosaria's latest newsletter to us. She is excited about
partnering with Forest Grove in mission again

because she remembers our 2000 mission trip to Ital y
and hopes we can repeat our international experienc e
once again.

Rosaria grew up at Casa Materna, met her husband
there and began her journey as one of God's faithfu |
servants. Her passion for helping children is aliv e
and well and she speaks eloquently for this cause. It
is her intention to visit the United States, and Fo  rest
Grove Church, in the summer of 2010. We look
