Thank you for your continued support & prayers. 
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Thank you to everyone who helped kick off the new school year at our Sunday School Celebration on 
September 7. Our session members, Junior/Senior High class and a special trumpet soloist portrayed 
biblical characters that the Sunday School will learn about in the upcoming year. We also had fun singing 
songs from Sunday School, Bible School and Camp, and created a mosaic cross with paper squares 
representing each Sunday School family. If anyone still has their paper for the mosaic, please bring it and 
add it to our cross, which is hanging in the Parish Hall. 
 
In October, the Pre-K/K class will learn about Moses, while rotation classes will focus on Psalm 23. The 
Jr./Sr. High class will complete a study on “The Thoughtful Christian”, a bible study designed to stimulate 
thoughts about Christian values and how they relate to today’s world. If your birthday is in October, bring 
your birthday pennies on October 5 to put in the birthday bank.

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    M alayasia and Bangladesh 
 

    The Mission for the Month of October is Phil and Barb DeHart with Mission to the 
    World. The DeHarts are continuing the difficult work of church planting in Muslim 
    countries and working with Muslim background Christians as they struggle to learn 
    their new faith and fit into a society that does not accept them. 
 

The Presbyterian Church of Bangladesh (PCB) was started four years ago as a fellowship for Muslim-background 
Christian congregations and a church-planting engine. Currently it is staffed by 20 church planters with as many 
congregations. These men are committed to training bi-vocational pastors and elders for each church before they move 
on to another town. The PCB has also started a publishing ministry, evangelism and diaconal ministries and an institute 
for theological studies.  
 

On September 1st, the first 15 elder candidates of the PCB were examined in their knowledge of Scripture and 
Christian Doctrine, in their next step toward ordination. The successful candidates were acknowledged as Licentiates 
of the church in a special ceremony on September 9th, where Phil was also present.  The ordination itself will take 
place next June, but this is a significant step in their lives and the life of the Presbyterian Church. What will the 
Muslim background church in Bangladesh look like on the world scene in 50 years?  Please pray for these candidates 
and their leader, Rev. A., as he guides them through this process.  “Above all, we desire this process to honor God and 
serve to establish this part of the church on the solid foundation of the Apostles and Prophets,” Phil says.  
 

The DeHart Family is undergoing some changes as well. Phil was recently in the States to bring his oldest child, Isaac, 
to Bowling Green State University in Ohio. Phil and Barb, and sisters Louisa and Annie, miss him very much. Pray for 
them as they all adjust to this new life apart from Isaac, and for him during his first few weeks in this new 
environment, with its significant challenges and opportunities.  Phil says as he feels the pain of separation, he is 
reminded of what a glorious thing it will be to experience fully what it means to be bound inseparably to Christ.  
 

Please pray for the DeHarts as they continue to gather and organize the resources necessary to plant churches in these 
difficult and sometimes hostile areas. Lift them up as they adjust to being a family of four, rather than five.  And please 
give generously to this worthy ministry during the month of October. If you feel  led to visit the DeHarts for a short-
term mission trip, they would truly welcome it. The Mission Committee can help with this or any short-term mission 
trip planning.

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Forest Grove Church to be Safe & Secure for Everyone 
 

 The Session voted unanimously to lock the church building (Sanctuary and Fellowship Hall) beginning this fall.  We are 
concerned for the safety of our staff and others who have had to enter an empty, unlocked church building.  We are also cognizant of 
the safety of the Pre School children who are attending an unsecured, educational facility on a daily basis. 
 
 We contracted with Holicong Locksmith and Central Security, Inc. to install a Proximity Access Control System on the rear 
double doors adjacent to the office.  This is utilizing an electric strike mounted on the wall to the right of the double doors.  
Numbered key fobs will be available for $10.00 for those who need off hours access to the church.     
 
 The Access System will be interfaced with our Fire Alarm System.  Therefore during a fire alarm, the secure door would be 
programmed to unlock in accordance with safety codes.  Furthermore, the Access System is provided with a standby power supply 
that would allow it to function during a power outage.   
 
 We realize this is a significant change for all of us and will require an adjustment and an understanding on our part.  
Unfortunately in this day and age it is a safety change that is imperative.  We will ask the member in charge of an event at the church 
to assume responsibility for the locking of all doors upon exiting the building.  Not unlike what we ask now in terms of controlling 
lighting, air conditioning, and heat.   
 
 Please contact me at home via the phone or e-mail should you have any questions.  I would be glad to answer them for you.  
On occasion I will be holding informal meetings in September after church.  Thank you for your understanding in this matter and 
for helping to make our church a safe environment for all who work and worship here.   
 
 We will begin locking the church effective October 1st.  Please purchase a key fob from Debbie before then 
should you need off hours access to the church.  Thanks.
