Juth@®©rphanage in 1878 responded to a changinggaphy in the
care of orphans and poor children, we need to adajtanging social service trends to continueslp the Village
thrive. Rev. David Sanchez shared with us at th&sMin Luncheon in October about all the new famitygrams
available at the Village, but in order to keep thpeograms running it is up to us td°tdy — without your prayers the
village cannot go on, Zpive — every dollar we give aids in the programs neddeadn the village, 3550 — if you
have time, volunteer a few hours to help the védlagcomplish the great works which the Lord haleddahem to do.
