In these perilous financial times, the Session wémensure that our
members are fully aware of the financial conditidr-orest Grove
Presbyterian Church and the prospects for theduiline statement
below details where we are at April 30: an actugdiait of $13,649 vs a
budgeted deficit of $12,950 (cols A & B, line3).

The original annual budget for 2009 resulted ireficit of $36,107 (col
C, line 3), The Session and Pastor Cone believahlsadeficit can be
lowered by reducing expenses and through the rectf1 0,000 from
a deceased member’s estate. The resulting lowmitdef$12,667 (col
C, line 6) would then be largely offset by the opgrfund balance of
$12,675. These are our plans for financial openatio 2009.

During the update made to the congregation durimgship a few
weeks ago we stated that in order to have a balamegget in 2010
(col D), it appeared at that time a permanent pasto only be hired on
a 2/3' s of a full time basis. The Session hadedchis very difficult
issue and is doing everything possible to find latfamn that would
allow us to call a full time Pastor. We feel tlismportant to
achieving our goals of growth and outreach durirgytears ahead and
feel that through teamwork and leadership fromGbegregation and
Session; we can make this happen.

We realize that future events can change. Prayes dake a
difference. The Session will provide updates of pnagress throughout
the year.
